ARTICLE 
I.

NAME

The name of this organization shall be the “Mesick Band Boosters.”

ARTICLE
II.

OBJECTS AND AIMS

A. To morally and financially support the music program in every possible way.

B. To promote and stimulate interest in good instrumental music in schools and community.

C. To encourage students in the band program to strive for greater achievement in our bands.

D. To promote cooperation and fellowship between all band members, their parents, and teachers, but not to supersede the duties of the Band Director.

ARTICLE
III.

AMENDMENTS

This constitution and Bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting by a two-thirds vote of the assembled body.

ARTICLE 
IV.

BUSINESS

The business of the organization shall be discussed by the Executive Board and presented to the organization with the recommendations for a final decision.  This shall be determined by a simple majority vote.

ARTICLE 
V.

MEETINGS

A. 
The regular meetings of this organization shall be held the second Thursday of every month from September through May in the Mesick High School band room.

B. Regular meetings shall be held in the Mesick High School band room at 7:00pm, unless otherwise stated.

C. Executive meetings will be held one-half (1/2) hour before the regular meeting as deemed necessary.

D. The President may call special executive meetings at any time, yet no major decisions or expenditures shall be made without a quorum present.  A quorum is defined as a majority of the Executive Board.
E. Election of officers for President, Vice President of Chaperones, and Vice President of Uniforms shall be held at the May meeting.  Election of officers for Secretary, Treasurer, and Publicity Chairperson shall be held at the December meeting.

VII.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

A. Those running for office must be current band parents (have children in the band program).

B. The President must be a parent of a band student.

C. Nominations shall be made from the floor.

D. To be elected to an office in the organization, a person must receive a majority of votes cast.

E. Any person shall be eligible, but not required to hold the same office for more than one year.

F. A vacancy in the board will have an interim replacement which will be determined by the Executive Board as a majority vote until the next election time.

ARTICLE
VIII.

DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

A. President

1. Shall call and preside over Executive Board meetings.

2. Shall preside at the regular meetings and appoint all committees.

B. Vice President of Uniforms

1. Maintains uniforms, fitting of students, keeps records of uniforms, lines up parents and students to pass out uniforms on game nights and performances.

2. Run Executive Board meetings if President is not available.

C. Vice President of Chaperones

1. Works with student council to plan senior night (football season).

2. Works to provide after performance snacks or meals.

3. Helps bring trip ideas to the Executive Board.

4. Lines up parents to chaperone busses/performances/games when needed.

D. Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings and handle any required correspondences.

E. Treasurer shall handle all finances, pay all bills, and record all transactions.

F. Publicity Chairperson shall be responsible for publicizing all events of the organization.
G. The Executive board shall service as a steering committee of the organization and act as custodian of all properties.
