· Verbal Commitment needs to be made by December 1, 2008.
· $100 non-refundable deposit by May 1, 2009 with signed contract.
2009-2010

· Must attend 4 booster meetings throughout the year.
· Payments:  $50 payment by October 1, 2009, $50 payment by February 1, 2010, $50 payment due by May 1, 2010.
2010-2011

· Must attend 4 booster meetings throughout the year.
· Payments:  $50 payment due by October 1, 2010, $50 payment due by February 1, 2011, $50 payment due by May 1, 2011.
2011-2012

· Must attend 5 booster meetings and mandatory trip meeting.

· As of September 10, 2011 – all money becomes non-refundable.
· Payments:  $50 payment due by October 1, 2011, $50 payment due by February 1, 2012.
Florida Trip:

All Chaperone Duties to include:

· Leader of at least 1 room of students.

· Wake-up call – make sure students are awake at specified time.

· Breakfast call – make sure students are at breakfast in the hotel at specified time.

· Room check – make sure students are in their rooms 15 minutes before lights-out.

· Light’s Out – make sure students are permanently in room for the night at specified time.

· Be on hotel floors for 30-45 minutes after ‘lights out.’

· Stay at hotel/in your room each night.

· Make sure students are on time to breakfast, bus times, and locations.

· Be visible in the hotel, having adults on floors, lobby, and pool areas when students are given free-time.

· Follow all directions and policies of band director.

· Chaperone parks – being responsible for students to ‘check-in’ with adult at certain times.
